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Forget the title. Forget the introduc-
tion. Both are far too cute. But Grayson
is a fabulous storyteller and stand-up
talker. His stories are short and anec-
dotal and rely upon captivating the
reader immediately; then they sort of
swim along, like a heavy bedtime story.
Yet, Grayson can make us believe we
are listening to something as outra-
geous as the voice of a dead United
States President’s cold. It works. We
become a party to a benign assassina-
tion as we hear the cold alternately brag
and confess. Grayson can be harsh and,
at times, self-indulgent and completely
without taste. Yet, his intelligence and
imagination are fine. Highly recom-
mended.—Page Edwards, ~formerly
with MIT Libs.
